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TH.E. 323 The Church and its Ministries (3 cr.)
Aurélie Caldwell
Wednesday 8:30 to 11:20 a.m., 2nd semester

After considering the  scriptural foundations of the Church, this 
course will study the answers given, from the origins until today, 
to the main questions regarding the Church, its nature (Body of 
Christ, people of God, Communion...), its mission, characteris-
tics and ministries. Some themes: divine plan, Incarnation and 
the Church; Trinity and the Church; salvation and the Church; 
unity and diversity; authority and collegiality; œcumenism and 
religious pluralism. Some texts from theologians (Cyprian,  
Augustine, Thomas Aquinas...) or relevant documents from 
the magisterium ( Lumen gentium, Dominus Jesus...)  or from 
other Christian churches will be read in a critical manner. Fo-
cus also on some  contemporary issues related to the Church.

Afternoon Courses 
 
TH.E 3591 Hebrews and the Catholic Epistles
(3 cr.)
Jean Doutre, O.C.S.O.
Wednesday and Thursday, 1:30 to 4:20 p.m.,
Sept. 8-9, 22-23,
Oct. 6-7, 20-21, Nov. 3-4, 17-18, Dec. 1-2, 2010 

This course will study the letter to the Hebrews, which is a
literary masterpiece that blends doctrinal exposition about 
Christ the Son of God who became high priest through his 

death on the cross and exaltation, and moral exhortation, as 
the author attempts to persuade a community in danger of  
falling away from its original confession. Then the first letter 
of Peter, which was written to Churches that were alienated 
from the surrounding society, the second letter of Peter and the  
letter of Jude, that both counter the teaching of false teachers. 
Finally, the letter of James which blends together a wisdom 
teaching and the Old Testament’s prophetic teaching on social 
justice.

TH.E 3749 A History of Consecrated Life in the 
Church (3 cr.)

Mar. 1, 8, 15, 22, 29, Apr. 6, 13, 2011

From the origins of Christianity, people have decided to fol-
low Christ more closely, living in community and learning 
from their elders. This course will explore the different forms 
of consecrated life: monasticism, mendicant orders (friars),  
canons, religious congregations, communities of priests, secu-
lar institutes. Historical, canonical and spiritual aspects will be 
explored. A special attention will be devoted to the transforma-
tions of religious life through the ages as well as its faculties of 
adaptation and renewal.

TH.E 3634 Dangerous Liaisons: Reflecting 
Theologically on Sociability and Civility (1 cr.)

30, 2011

Interaction between human beings is not fully covered and 
analysed by either ethics with its principles, duties and com-
mands or politics and its laws. Before, beyond and through
ethics and politics, individuals relate to and with one  
another. They greet each other, offer help beyond necessity 
and regulations and obligations; they relate as friends one 
to the other; they chat and enter in different types of speech 
acts. They look at each other, gaze, stare, touch, caress and 
hit also. They expose themselves to one another... Does the 
Gospel have something to say about this? Can a theologi-
cal discourse be constructed on these highly culturally de-
termined acts? Do these gestures pertain and how to the 
construction of the Church and of society? In these lectures, 
we will explore these questions.

Studying theology requires contact with primary sources. 
These classical language courses serve to teach basic 
grammatical tools, and are applied as soon as possible to 
readings. They are offered in the afternoon once a week.

TH.E 3529 The Development of Eschatology in 
the Old Testament (1 cr.)

2010

“I believe [...] in the resurrection of the body, and life everlas-
ting.” This last part of the creed directs the Christian toward 
an afterlife that is an integral part of today’s faith. But it has 
not always been so. Contrary to the peoples around it, Israel 
has discovered rather late a faith in another life after life. This 
course will study the evolution of Old Testament beliefs, from 
Sheol and earthly retribution to the birth of the faith in the bodily 
resurrection as well as the clash with the Greek belief in the 
immortality of the soul.  

TH.E 3523 Elijah and his Fioretti (1 cr.)
Walter Vogels
Monday 7:00 to 9:00 p.m., Nov. 1, 8, 15, 22, 29, Dec. 6, 2010

At the transfiguration Moses appears to represent the Law; 
to represent the prophets, it is not Isaiah, known for his  
“predictions” of the coming of the messiah, nor Jeremiah, whose  
sufferings seem to prefigure those of Jesus, but Elijah who  
appears. He is thus clearly considered the greatest of all 
prophets. The cycle of Elijah (1 Kings 16,29 - 2 K 2,18)  
presents the life of this prophet, who appears - reappears - disap-
pears mysteriously, who is even considered the “founder” of the  
Carmelites, a Christian religious order! His life is full of  
contrasts: courage to accept his prophetic mission but also 
ready to abandon it completely, excessive violence at mount 
Carmel but a “silent noise” at mount Horeb. Above all, he is the 
defender of the rights of God and of men.

TH.E 324 The Church and its Institutions (3 cr.)
Pierre Allard, S.M.
Friday 9:00 to 11:45 a.m., 1st semester

After a brief overview of the main principles of the study of 
Canon Law, this course aims primarily to familiarize the stu-
dent with what the Code of 1983 calls the Particular Church-
es and their Groupings (cc. 368-672). Mainly, the Bishops, 
the Diocesan Synod, the Diocesan Curia, the parishes, the 
parish council and the pastors.

TH.E 322 The Eucharist (3 cr.)

Monday 1:30 to 4:20 p.m., 2nd semester

The first part of the course will study the Eucharist as a pro-
phetic ritual that became a memorial. Then we will turn to the 
complexity of the Eucharistic memorial, and the need for the 
Spirit to intervene for the memorial to exist. This will lead us 
to look at the Eucharistic presence in link with the memorial.
